ACC Registration Policy for Distance Learning Re-Entry Nursing Update Project

1.  Enrollment will be limited to a maximum of 20 students total (both ACC & VCT, LVN & RN) per section.

2.  New sections of the online didactic content will begin every 8 weeks.

3.  VCT students must be registered 1 week prior to the first day of class.  VCT course sections will be set to prohibit reservation requests after this time.
4.  ACC students may register up until the first day of class, but will need to be “screened” by the ACC Coordinator to ensure appropriateness of enrollment and availability of seats.
5.  No late registrations (VCT or ACC) will be accepted after the first 3 days of class.

6.  Any late registration prior to the 3rd  class day, must be cleared by the Program Director and the Instructor.
7.  Any late registration will be discouraged for the following reasons:


A.  Although the online program is self-paced, there is an initial self assessment to 
      be done.


B.  Registration, text book purchases and Blackboard access must be completed as                               
      close to the start date as possible.

C.  Discussion boards are initiated the second week of class & students are 



      assigned partners for this activity.


D.  By the second week of class the students should have completed Orientation, 
 
      Unit 1 and have begun Unit 2 (Pharmacology) which is a great deal of                        
      reading to catch up on and participate.

E.  Registrations after the 3rd day of class are not state reimbursable.  

Again, the on-line course is self-paced.  However, it is set up to encourage the students to “keep up” and stay on schedule to some degree.  The assignments are designed to assess students’ critical thinking skills.  Discussion boards cannot be done until the content has been covered.  Students need to be accountable to each other & the instructor.
